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Delhi's draft climate action plan aims to reduce
dependence on hydropower from other states

NEW DELHI, AUG 7 /--/ As Delhi
prepares for the impact of climate
change, the city government's draft
action plan proposes a reduction in
the national capital's reliance on
hydropower from other states, tak-
ing into account potential future
challenges to generation capacity
due to changes in temperature and
precipitation.

According to the Delhi Eco-
nomic Survey 2022-23, the total elec-
tricity procured by Delhi in 2021-22
stood at 37,460 million units. Of this,
about 16.65 per cent came from
power plants owned by the Delhi
government. The rest was bought
from the central government and
other states. With climate projec-
tionsindicatingrisingtemperatures
and intensified periods of heavy
rainfall, the energy and power sec-
tor in Delhi faces a slew of chal-
lenges. Extreme weather events, ris-
ing temperatures and altered pre-
cipitation patterns pose threats to
both infrastructure and supply se-
curity. Hydropower output can be
severely affected by changes in tem-
perature and precipitation. Since

~ dence on hy-
dropower and focus more on other
renewable and clean energy
sources, the report states. To encour-
age the use of clean solar energy in
Delhi, the city government
launched the Delhi Solar Policy in
September 2016. The goal of the
policy is to set up 2,000 mw of solar
power installations by 2025. Accord-
ing to this policy, all government
buildings with rooftops larger than
500 square metres must have solar
panels installed. To make solar
power more popular in homes, a
Generation Based Incentive was of-
fered for three years. This means
people were rewarded for using so-
lar power in their homes.

Data available till September
2022 shows there are solar power
systems installed across 6,864
places in Delhi and together they
can produce 244 mw of electricity.
The draft plan recommends improv-
ing specifications for new structures
tohelp those withstand extreme con-
ditions such as higher wind speeds
and safely handle higher tempera-
tures. In some cases, retrofitting or
moving vulnerable existing infra-

structure might be necessary. The
draft State Action Plan on Climate
Change (SAPCC) has highlighted
that underground distribution can
protect against wind, high tempera-
tures, corrosion and flooding. Simi-
larly, higher design standards for
distribution poles can guard against
strong winds and floods. Addition-
ally, better cooling systems for sub-
stations and transformers will help
manage rising temperatures.

For solar photovoltaic systems,
it says designs that improve airflow
under mounting structures can re-
duce panel temperature and boost
power output. Using heat resistant
cells, modules and components is
also a good idea. The plan recom-
mends setting up quick-response
repair teams to handle damages
from extreme weather and disasters.
This will speed up recovery during
emergencies. According to the plan,
Delhi is projected to suffer a stagger-
ingloss of Rs 2.751akh crore by 2050
due to the impact of climate change,
with changes in precipitation and
temperature patterns posing signifi-
cant threats to the lives of the most
vulnerable populations.

Pending approval, the draft plan
highlights "heat waves/higher tem-
perature and heavy precipitation
events over fewer number of days"
as major challenges that the city will
confront in the upcoming years. In-
dia introduced its National Action
Plan on Climate Change (NAPCC) in
2008, following which state govern-
ments were instructed to create
their own action plan, in alignment
with the strategies laid out in the
NAPCC. In January 2018, the Union
government requested the states to
revise and strengthen their
SAPCCs, taking into account the

evolving national and international
climate action, science and policy
landscape. Delhi's previous climate
action plan was finalised only in
2019, after alengthy seven-year con-
sultation with stakeholders, render-
ing it obsolete.

During the formulation of the
new plan, the Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change Sixth As-
sessment Report (IPCC AR6) was
examined, analysing the impacts of
different climate scenarios on an-
nual maximum and minimum tem-
peratures and precipitation, an ex-
pert who contributed to the plan
said. The projections show arise in
summer maximum temperatures in
Delhi by 1.5-degree Celsius based on
the RCP 4.5 scenario, and a 2.1-de-
gree Celsius increase based on the
RCP 8.5 scenario by mid-century.
Four Representative Concentration
Pathways (RCPs) span a range of fu-
ture global warming scenarios.
RCPs quantify future greenhouse
gas concentrations and the radiative
forcing -- the difference between the
incoming and outgoing radiation at
the top of the atmosphere -- due to
increases in climate change pollu-
tion. At the Paris climate talks in
2015, countries agreed to limit global
warming to 1.5 degrees Celsius as
compared to the pre-industrial lev-
els to avoid extreme, destructive and
likely irreversible effects of climate
change. The Earth's global surface
temperature has risen by around
1.15 degrees Celsius and the CO2
spewed into the atmosphere since
the start of the industrial revolution
is closely tied to it. In the business-
as-usual scenario, the world is head-
ing for a temperature rise of around
3 degrees Celsius by the end of the
century. (PTI)

A 35-year-old man was
charred to death inside his
car on Monday after the ve-
hicle he was in exploded
suddenly just after mid-
night, just as it entered the
compound of his home in
Mavelikkara near here, po-
lice said.

Krishna Prakash was un-
able to get out of the car
when the explosion took
place. The incident oc-
curred at around 12.30 AM
today, they said. A team of
forensic experts has exam-

ined the vehicle and the
spot."Asperthe information
we got, the vehicle exploded
all of a sudden as he en-
tered the gate of his house,
and he was unable to leave
the car," police said.
Krishna Prakash, who was
unmarried and lived with
his brother, was running a
computer shop in
Mavelikkara town, they
said.

After examining the car,
the officials said there were
indications that the victim
had tried to escape from the
burning vehicle. Officials

from the state Motor Ve-
hicles Department exam-
ined the car and ruled out
short circuit as the reason
for the explosion. The fire
was not reported from the
engine part of the car either,
and it was the back of the
car that was badly burnt. No
major complaint has been
reported about the fuse unit
either, which is at the front
portion of the car, and nei-
ther was its battery affected,
they said.

Top police officers vis-
ited the site but declined to
provide more details.

Delhi HC seeks NIA stand on bail
plea of Kashmiri separafist leader

NEW DELHI, AUG 7 /--/
The Delhi High Court on
Monday sought the stand
of the National Investiga-
tion Agency (NIA)on a plea
by Kashmiri separatist
leader Shabir Ahmad Shah
seeking bail in a terror
funding case.

A bench of Justices
Siddharth Mridul and
Anish Dayal issued notice
to the NIA on an appeal
filed by the accused
against a trial court order
refusing to grant him bail.
It allowed time to the
agency to place on record
the relevant documents.
Senior advocate Colin
Golsalves sought bail on
behalf of the appellant on
the ground that "it was ano
material case".

In his appeal assailing
the trial court order reject-
ing his bail application, the
appellant said he has been
in custody for four years
and the trial would take a
long time to conclude.

"The impugned order

of the Learned Additional
Sessions Judge is contrary
to law weight of evidence
and probabilities of the
case.

The appellant has been
languishing in jail in the
present case for four years,
with over 400 witnesses to
be examined and only 15
witnesses having been ex-
amined till date in over
four years," the appeal said.

The counsel for the NIA
said he would file the rel-
evant material before the
bench. In 2017, the NIA had
registered a case against 12
persons for alleged con-
spiracy to raise and collect
funds for causing disrup-
tion by way of pelting
stones, damaging public
property and conspiring to
wage war against the gov-
ernment of India. Shah was
arrested in the matter on

June 4, 2019.
In March 2022, the trial
court framed charges

against the appellant under
Sections 120B, 121, 121A
IPC, 13 UAPA read with
120B IPC, 15 UAPA r/w
120B IPC, and Sections 17,
18, 20 UAPA for allegedly
conspiracy to raise and col-
lect funds for causing dis-
ruption and conspiring to
wage war against the gov-
ernment of India. It had re-
jected the appellant's bail
pleaon July 7. The matter
would be heard next on
September 12. (PTI)

Chhattisgarh Chief Minis-
ter Bhupesh Baghel has
written to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi to highlight
the problems faced by
people due to irregular op-
erations of passenger trains
in the state, an official said
on Monday.

According to a state-
ment issued by the public
relations department,
Baghel in his letter said the
Railways had cancelled
several trains without any
prior intimation and pas-
sengers have not been in-
formed how long these
trains will remain can-
celled. Apart from the can-
cellations, commuters are
also inconvenienced due to
train delays, he said. The
Chief Minister further said
that he had written to the
railway minister in the past
for smooth operation of pas-
senger trains, but the situa-
tion has not improved.

"Students, pilgrims, pa-
tients, businessmen,
labourers among other com-

muters are severely incon-
venienced due to irregular
operation of trains. There is
anger among the people of
the state, and the credibility
of the state government and
the Railways is being ques-
tioned," Baghel wrote. Due
to the geographical condi-
tions in Chhattisgarh, the
density of trains is less than
the national average, he
said, adding that trains are
the only accessible mode of
transport for people living
in remote areas. (PTI)

Train firing: Accused RPF
constable's police custody
extendedtillAug 11

MUMBAI, AUG 7 /--/ A court here on Monday extended
the police remand of Railway Protection Force (RPF) con-
stable Chetan Singh till August 7 for allegedly shooting
dead his senior colleague and three passengers on a mov-
ing train. The Government Railway Police (GRP) sought
the extension of his custody for seven days, saying they
need to identify the witnesses and scan CCTYV footage.
The magistrate, however, granted Singh's custody to the
police till August 11. The GRP has added Indian Penal
Code section 153-A, for promoting enmity between differ-
ent groups on grounds of religion, in the case against
Singh. The incident took place on July 31 on board the
moving Jaipur-Mumbai Central Express near Palghar
railway station in Maharashtra. Accused constable
Chetan Singh (34) allegedly shot dead his senior - RPF As-
sistant Sub-Inspector Tikaram Meena - and three passen-
gers on board the train, officials said. Singh was nabbed
with his weapon later while trying to flee after passengers
pulled the chain of the train which stopped near Mira
Road station (on the Mumbai suburban network). (PTI)

tributions of Chandy and
Purushothaman in the po-
litical sphere of the state
and how with their demise,
an important chapter in
Kerala politics has come to
an end. This is the first ses-
sion of the House in more
than five decades in which
Chandy, who died in
Bengaluru on July 18, will
not be present as a repre-
sentative of Puthuppally
Assembly constituency in
Kottayam district. He had
represented that constitu-

ency for 53 years straight as
he won from there 12 times
in arow starting from 1970,
everyone remembered. Ev-
eryone in the House was of
the view that Chandy, who
was twice Chief Minister
of the state, was able to
achieve this feat through
his hard work and perse-
verance which he did not
give up even when he was
seriously ill.

Chandy's sincerity to-
wards public work was an
example for the new gen-
eration as well, they all
said. Purushothaman, who

died here on July 31, held
the record of being twice
Speaker of the Kerala As-
sembly in addition to being
the Governor of Mizoram
and Tripura and Lt Gover-
nor of Andaman and
Nicobar Islands, they said
while paying tributes to
him.

They said that he
played a leadership role at
most levels of the demo-
cratic process as he was
part of legislative bodies
from the panchayat to the
Parliament during his over
seven decades long career.

Purushothaman was a min-
ister three times, handled
many important portfolios
like finance, health, excise,
labour, agriculture and
tourism effectively, they
said. Shamseer, Vijayan
and Satheesan said that
Purushothaman's political
career spanning over seven
decades was an excellent
reference for all public ser-
vants, especially the newer
generation. After paying
tributes to the two veteran
leaders, the House con-
cluded for the day and will
resume on Tuesday.
